What is High Resolution Pulse Oximetry (HRPO)?
High Resolution Pulse Oximetry is a new type of Overnight Pulse Oximeter that stores and records both Heart Rate and Oximetry in 1-Second Intervals. This new type of recording and storage will not only help you diagnose patients with simple hypoxemia but will also help diagnose patients with more difficult cases of Sleep Disordered Breathing
        
Lawrence A. Lynn, DO, FCCP, executive director of the Sleep and Breathing Research Institute, Columbus, Ohio, and a member of the Food and Drug Administration's standards committee for pulse oximeters said:

· “That modern pulse oximeters should have a high-resolution recording”

· “If you have an older unit with long averaging, you should strongly” consider replacing or getting an updated oximeter."

· "You definitely want high resolution, all of these old oximeters that people have should never be used for home screening of sleep apnea. They will give you improper results and should not be used for home screening unless it's a high-resolution oximeter”
Benefits of using devices that use (HRPO) VPODS:   

More accurate: Uses High Resolution Pulse Oximetry compared to signal averaging devices. 

More data: More comfortable silicone sleep probe means that patients wear longer than finger clip probes. 

Fewer Artifacts: Silicone probes produce less motion artifact than finger clip probes. 

Less Hassel: Wrist worn Oximeters are easier to use, No more long cords that tangle up your patients.
Better Memory: Uses Flash memory that is non-volatile so you will not loose valuable data when the batteries die, are removed or fall out. This reduces repeat testing which created a huge inconvenience for both the doctor and patient.
